I. Chemical Waste Pickup Request Form

A.
Filling out the form

1. Print – Please print legibly.

2.
Comments section- Use the Comments section for all notes and/or special instructions pertaining to the waste item or location.

B.
Standardizing the form- General information and instructions for the Chemical Waste Pickup form can be found on the back of the forms.  The following topics are covered to address particular concerns.

1.
Number of containers- Indicate the number of items, only. The Comments section can be used to indicate that items are in a Zip-lock bag or on a pallet.

2.
Container Type- (See attached key on page 6).

3.
Waste Description- Use the product names (Duro 117) except when multiple products of a similar type (Vacuum Pump Oil for several vac. Pump oils mixed together or Motor oil for several types of engine oils mixed together).  Do not use elemental symbols or chemical symbols to describe waste items.  

(i.e., Pb battery, Hg Thermometer, etc.).

4. Phase- Please use the following phase types: 

Liquid, Solid, Semisolid, or Gas.

5. SDS#- When the waste item contains several “like” products, list just the major five products.  For waste items that have multiple constituents, list the primary constituents or listed constituents.

II. Labels

A. Filling out the Labels

1. Print- Please print legibly.

2. Black Permanent Marker from Sharpie®- The stock room now carries the fine and extra fine permanent marker.  

The stock number is:    1360-090600
Fine point/Ultra fine point (Twin Tip) permanent black marker

3. Large labels-

a)  Use large labels for drums.  If necessary, large labels               can be used on carboys. 

b) Use the Fine point Black Permanent Marker on the large labels.

c) Place large labels on the side near the top (preferably near the large bung) of the drum.

4. Small Labels-

a. Use small labels for all other waste items 
 (PLEASE DO NOT   USE SMALL LABELS ON DRUMS).
  The small labels are difficult to read on drums.

b. Use the Extra Fine Black Marker on the small labels.

5. Used Oil- Used oil labels are only for waste oil containing greater than 95% synthetic or petroleum based oil.

6. Universal (Battery / Mercury) Containing Bulb Labels- One label can be used for multiple batteries or bulbs as long as they are grouped together (i.e., PBAG of NiCad Batteries or a box of Mercury Containing Bulbs- one label for the group with the earliest date received. 

B.
Standardizing the Label

1.   Waste Description- The waste description on the label should match what is on the form.

2. Satellite Accumulation Area- the SAA should match what is on the form.

3.
SDS#- The SDS# should match what is on the form. Enter the major SDS#. If no SDS# is available, just leave blank.  Do not write “Attached”. We will write the new SDS# when a number is issued.

4. Test Performed- Any tests performed on the waste item must be indicated in this area. If any sampling is done, the sample number should be written here also.

5. Constituents- When using the Hazardous Waste Constituents labels enter the constituents and their percents in the given areas.

6. EP GROUP ONLY- 
DO NOT MARK OR WRITE IN THIS AREA

III.       Waste Items.

A.
Accessibility- All items must be accessible at the time of the waste pickup.  If an item can not be found or is in a locked area. 


(i.e., cabinet or office) the waste item will not be picked up.

B. Clean, Closed and tight- Waste items must be free of external waste contamination (i.e., oil residue on top and sides of carboy of oil), the lid/top/bung must be closed and tight/sealed against any leaking during transportation and storage.  Any waste items found with excess waste residue or unable to be sealed sufficient to prevent spills or leaks will not be picked up.

C. Container Capacity- All containers are capable of holding more than their rated amount. 55- Gallon drum can hold around 60 gallons of liquid.  This extra space (on all containers) is to allow for expansion of the waste. All coordinators were given a measuring tool for 55- gallon drums to help determine the proper maximum filling point.  Also, on 55- gallon drums, the minimum amount that will be accepted is around 40/45 gallons.   (i.e., drums containing 35 gallons of oil in a routine oil stream will not be picked up until 40 gallons have been reached).  This roughly measures up to the top chime of the drum.  This minimum will be waived for one time waste streams or for hazardous waste.

3. Generic Waste Descriptions- The manufacturer of NiCad, Lead Acid, NiMH and Lithium batteries are not needed in the description.  Use the generic MSDS# and enter the description “Lead Acid Battery” instead of “GATES Cyclone”.

B.
Empty Labels- Empty containers that once carried hazardous waste are no longer hazardous as long as:

-All wastes have been removed that can be removed using the practices commonly employed to remove materials from that type of containers, e.g., pouring pumping and aspirating. 

(Bottom or sides of containers should be slit to prevent reuse)

- No more than 2.5 centimeters (1 inch) of residue remain on the bottom   of the container.
