This silent movie made three 
years  after  the  start  of  the 
talkies  era,  is  generally 
viewed  as  Charlie  Chaplin's 
greatest  film.  Chaplin 
deliberately  chose  to  make 
this movie as a silent movie, 
his  only  concessions  being 
including  musical  scores  and 
some other sound effects. The 
plot concerns a tramp, broke 
and  homeless,  who  meets  a 
poor blind girl  selling flowers 
on the streets and falls in love 
with  her.  The  blind  girl 
mistakes him for a millionaire 
and  because  he  does  not 
want  to  disappoint  her,  he 
keeps  up  the  charade.  The 
result  is  a  poignant,  deeply 
comic  and  a  haunting  film 
making  it  a  film  to  be 
remembered for a long time. 
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
