5. Then run the Macro MTAcrrnts on this file. The Macro finds all mentions of magnets and keeps the specified lengths and bend angles or gradients used by MAD
6. [bookmark: _GoBack]The open lat-R9-mag-crrnts-04-02-13.xlsx this file has the names, types and calculations for currents. Cells D5 to E39 hold the angles cut and paste these values from the already open lattice file cells C2 to D37.
7. Close the lat file and do not save.
