How to make a beam sheet from MAD output
1. From the Cartoon cluster take the print file to a PC
2. Open with EXCEL if this is the MAD output import from line 244 delimited with space as a delimiter. If it is truncated import from line 6
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3. Click Finish on the above screen
4. Then from the Developer tab open the Macros
5. Run BShtStp this will strip un-wanted lines from the output. The file is now in AMG coordinates where X is northing, Y is easting and Z is elevation. 
6. In Macros now run MTAbms this makes a file that has the important components for the beam sheet.  Copy from A1 to P167 
7. Open the EXCEL file MTA BMSHT Generatro.xlsx
8. Click the input tab and paste the output there starting at A-1
9. [bookmark: _GoBack]In Beam sheet the coordinates are now all calculated.
